In a 2012 study of diverse alumni from IB programmes in Chicago public
schools, researchers from the University of Chicago found that, compared to
a matched sample, DP students are more likely to:

+ enroll in college
+ attend a more selective college

+ stay enrolled in college.
This study suggests that IB students are not only
going to better colleges in greater numbers but are
performing better once there
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
